be properly conducted.

This newsletter shall
be a concise and effective
communication tool, deliv-
ered in a timely manner to
the membership periodi-
cally as directed by the
Board of Directors
Webmaster: shall be

With its high-lift wings and fixed slots it could take-off and land in less than 200 feet. With a stall

speed less than 25 mph, it proved its worth throughout World War 1l. Used on all fronts, its engine

had a tendency to overheat and the side cowls were generally left off in hot climates.

Many famous events included this aircraft during
