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5.0 Mustang GT and Boss are back for 2011  

by Mike McNessor -Hemmings Weekly  

(Soon we hope!)  

The production 5 -liter 

has an all-new aluminum 

block with optimized 

windage and oil drain-

back, increased main 

bearing bulkhead 

widths and nodular iron 

cross-bolted main bear-

ing caps. The 5.0 uses a 

larger bore and stroke 

than the 4.6 and an 11:1 

compression ratio to de-

liver its estimated 

82.4hp per liter wallop. 

The engine will also use 

cam-torque -actuated 

Twin Independent Vari-

able Camshaft Timing to 

advance or retard the 

cam timing, based on 

several factors including 

throttle opening. Ford 

claims that using cam-

shaft torque energy pro-

vides faster throttle re-

sponse and aids fuel 

economy. As a result, 

the 412hp bruiser is go-

ing to achieve an esti-

mated 17 city/25 high-

way MPG with a six -

speed automatic and 

16/24 with a six -speed 

manual.  

 

The new 5-liter engine 

weighs just 430 pounds, 

which makes it 20 per-

cent lighter than the old 

pushrod 302. But then, it 

also uses an aluminum 

block and heads, a light-

weight composite intake 

manifold, composite 

cam covers and hollow 

camshafts. 

The 2011 Mustang GT 

will also boast all -

around improvements 

like enhanced rear 

lower control arms to 

add stiffness and 

sharpen handling; a stiff-

ened rear stabilizer bar 

for better on -center 

steering; larger stabi-

lizer bars front and rear, 

as well as revised spring 

rates and tuned -up 

shocks. 

 

Ford says a 14-inch 

Brembo brake package 

upgrade will be avail-

able for serious enthusi-

asts. The big binders 

will necessitate unique 

19-inch alloy wheels and 

will be shod with sum-

mer performance tires.  

The 2011 Mustang GT 

convertible has also 

been beefed up, with 

lateral stiffness im-

proved by 12 percent 

versus the 2010 model, 

according to Ford. A 

tower -to-tower front 

strut brace is now stan-

dard, and the car's V -

brace has been stiffened 

by adding gussets. The 

secondary crossmember 

also has been stiffened, 

while a front Z -brace has 

been added, connecting 

primary and secondary 

crossmembers. A -pillar 

stiffening foam also has 

been added to increase 

rigidity.  

Ford has made prelimi-

nary information avail-

able to the media, but 

we'd expect a larger 

public rollout after the 

Detroit Auto Show. Stay 

tuned

Bumper cars were 

crazy fun when I was a 

kid.   Even as an adult 

today, they still look 

immensely entertaining 

and I'd probably be on 

one every weekend if 

only everyone else 

lined up to ride them 

weren't in grade 

school.   Instead of 

drawing power from 

the floor or ceiling like 

regular flat rides, these 

bumper cars seen 

around the San Diego 

area not only run inde-

pendently -  you can 

drive them down public 

roads.  

That's right, these 

bumper cars, which 

have been reconfigured 

to run on four wheels, 

are completely street 

legal.   Even if they're 

not, though, I doubt 

cops will pull you over 

for a ticket -  they'll 

probably ask to try it 

for a spin around the 

block, instead.  

Created by California -

based builder Tom 

Wright, the original set 

of modified bumper 

cars came from the 

Long Beach Pike 

amusement park's dis-

cards.   Instead of 

watching them join the 

trash heap, he took out 

the Harley motors, re-

placed it with 750cc 

Honda and Kawasaki 

boxes, and redesigned 

them to pass city driv-

ing standards.   His fleet 

now consists of eight 

crazy - looking street 

bumper cars (culled 

from different amuse-

ment parks), all li-

censed to give your 

hottest ride a run for 

its money.  

A couple of the cars 

can reportedly go up to 

160mph, which seems 

awfully scary for a car 

with such a short 

wheelbase.   There's no 

word on whether he's 

selling any of these 

rides, but I doubt he'll 

have a hard time mov-

ing at least a couple 

hundred of them.   Seri-

ously, who wouldn't 

want to cruise down 

the streets on a real 

bumper car?
