MUSTANG ENTERS NASCAR NATIONWIDE SERIES FOR 1ST TIME IN 2010

Dearborn, Mich. — Mus-
tang is already the most
successful single name-
plate in Ford Racing’s
professional racing his-
tory, but it hasn’'t com-
peted in NASCAR—until
now.
